‘Exhibited at Tulca 2017, Propositional things is a large installation measuring 6 x 5
metres and was conceived in response to the wider curatorial context that examined
alternative therapies and the broader concept of escapism. This work invites the
viewer onto a large platform of steel, to engage with the various elements within the
installation. As an expansive model of an Orgone accumulator it is comprised of
healing indoor plants, wool bedding, UV light, salt and water. The combination of
these elements is a reference to the writing and pseudo-scientific theories of Wilhelm
Reich who proposed the presence of the invisible Orgone in the air, and it's potential
for healing.’

‘When Dealers Are Shamans arose of out of collecting discarded medication trays whilst
walking around Dublin. The majority of these trays are the remnants of a drug called
Zopiclone, a prescription hypnotic agent or sleeping pill which is often sold illegally. These
dealers are shamans, giving access points to places where unconscious thought perhaps
may have become forbidden or repressed. Through a study of George the peacock, Healy
examines the vibrations which he produces to the speed of 25 'rattles’ per second. The
same frequency of moving image. George is not rattling to attract a mate. There are no
other Peacocks within his vicinity. It is possible to suggest that he is vibrating in order to
increase his own conscious desire to be. Perhaps, the North inner city is seeking a similar
frequency.’ - Ann Maria Healy
